The Bradford-Sullivan Forest Landownersô Association and the Endless Mountains Nature Center will 

sponsor a Field Seminar on Managing Your Forest Lands on the Bradford County working forest of  

Bill and Audrey Eberhart on Sunday afternoon, June 13, from 1 to 4 P.M. 

The Eberharts purchased this 1840 farm with its original barn and house in 1980 and they have been 

managing the 37 acres of reverting fields and pastures with increasing intensity since then.  The property 

has a wide diversity of habitats and many trails from which participants will be able to view forest 

practices.  Included in tours will be wetlands, Black Walnut and pine plantations, a new planting of 

warm season grasses, thinning to improve forest stands and control of invasive plants.   

Information will be available on the Eberhartsô Pennsylvania Forest Stewardship Plan,  

their WHIP and CREP federal cost-share funding from the US Natural Resource Conservation Service,  

and on their North Branch Land Trust Conservation Easement.  

 

Eberhart is retired from Proctor and Gamble where he was in charge of environmental quality for the 

P&G Tunkhannock plant.  He was the originator of the Susquehanna Sojourn idea, now in its 20
th
 year, 

which has led hundreds of participants to paddle sections of the river between the headwaters and the 

Chesapeake Bay, learning and celebrating its rich history and ecology.  

Bill holds a recent degree in forestry from Paul Smithôs College in the Adirondacks  

and is adept at conveying forest knowledge to the average landowner. 

 

Come enjoy this tour of one of our own members to learn about these woods and see examples of what 

you can do to improve your own forested land.  The Eberhart property is on the eastern edge of Bradford 
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County.  To reach the site, begin at the intersection of US Route 6 east of Laceyville and State Route 

367.  Follow Route 367 North for 4 İ miles to Silvera.  Continue through Rt 367ôs right turn in Silvera 

and watch for 3 roads to the left within ½ mile. Turn left on the third road, Board Road (which has a 

gravel surface) just before Route 367 crosses an ñSò shaped concrete one-way bridge.  The seminar/tour 

site is just beyond the intersection on your right.

CHEMSWEEP 
To Offer Safe Pesticide Disposal In 21 Counties 

Agricultural businesses and residents in 21 Pennsylvania counties will soon be able to safely 

and easily dispose of unwanted pesticides through the CHEMSWEEP Program, Agriculture 

Secretary Russell Redding said this week. 

            The program is offered in different counties each year and is funded through annual 

registration fees paid by pesticide manufacturers and applicators.  

            This year, CHEMSWEEP services will be offered in Allegheny, Beaver, Bedford, 

Berks, Blair, Carbon, Centre, Chester, Columbia, Delaware, Elk, Jefferson, Lancaster, 

Montgomery, Montour, Northumberland, Snyder, Sullivan, Union, Washington and York 

counties. 

            "CHEMSWEEP is a safe, legal way to dispose of unwanted pesticides and help to 

protect the environment," said Secretary Redding. "Since the program began in 1993, 

Pennsylvanians have properly disposed of more than 1.8 million pounds of pesticides." 

            Licensed pesticide applicators in agribusinesses and commercial enterprises from the 

designated counties are eligible to participate by completing the CHEMSWEEP 

registration/inventory form that will be direct-mailed. The registration period will end June 15. 

            An independent contractor hired by the Department of Agriculture will collect and 

package all waste pesticides primarily for incineration at facilities approved by the U.S. 

Environmental Protection Agency. CHEMSWEEP will cover the disposal cost for the first 

2,000 pounds per participant. Above that level, participants will be billed at the department's 

contracted price. 

            Homeowners can use CHEMSWEEP by participating in county or municipal Household 

Hazardous Waste, or HHW, collection events in counties where the Agriculture department and 

the disposal contractor is partnered with the Department of Environmental Protection. However, 

counties may hold independent HHW collection events in which homeowners may participate.
