Whatôs New at the District  

CAP County Wide Action Plan 

The Sullivan County Conservation District is partnered with Columbia County 
Conservation District and Montour County Conservation District to administer and 
implement the CAP (County Wide Action Plan) program.  This is a program to 
help reduce nitrogen and phosphorus runoff getting into our streams and ending up 
in the Chesapeake Bay. 

The Sullivan County Conservation District is looking for applicants to sign up for 
a Cover Crop reimbursement program.  There are reimbursement rates for both 
single species and multi-species cover crops.  Cover Crops would have to be har-
vested for silage or burned down, harvesting for grain is not an option.  Cover 
Crops would be planted in the fall and then evaluated by District staff in the spring 
before payment is issued.  The Conservation District is also looking for landown-
ers interested in installing agricultural best management practices or BMPs.  The 
BMPs can include but not limited to barnyards, fencing, animal walkways, storm-
water management, manure stacking structures, and heavy use area protection.  If 
you have questions regarding either of these programs or would like to sign up, 
please contact the Sullivan County Conservation District at 570-928-7057 or stop 
by the office at 9219 Route 487, Dushore, PA 18614. 
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In Memory of Harvey Vough 

The Sullivan County Conservation District would like to take a minute to reflect on Harvey Vough and the 
impact he held as a district board member for 50 plus years.   

Harvey began his 50 years of service as a director for the Sullivan County Conservation District in January 
1965.  He was appointed by the Sullivan County Commissioners to take his dadôs place (David Vough) on the 
conservation district board as a ñfarmer memberò.  That makes him a ñsecond generationò board member. 

As a board member Harvey served as a representative to the state and national association of conservation dis-
tricts, a representative to the PACD regional and state meetings for seven years, a chairman of the district 
board for 10 years and vice chairman for 30 years.   

While as a major part of the conservation district he received the ñFarmer of the Year Award ñ in 1984 for his 
farming best management practices.   

Harvey was a  grower of potatoes, corn, maple syrup production and still had a few sheep until he passed 
away.  Harveyôs farm preserved 270 acres under the  Farmland Preservation Program.   

Harvey was a part of the Sullivan County Conservation District from 1965-2015,  which would have been 50 
years of the 54 years the district was open.  Harvey was an inspiration to many and especially his family who 
intend to hold onto his farming practices and knowledge.   
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In Memory of Francis Moll

He moved to Sullivan County on the Shrimp farm in 1950 where he met his wife Kathleen.  As a dairy farmer, 
he was a Farmer Member on the Conservation District Board.  

Francis showed his dedication, love and support no matter what he was doing, whether it was working on his 
own farm, helping with the Conservation District. FSA, helping neighbors and/or fellow farmers. 

Harvey and Francis are greatly missed but will forever be in our hearts.

Although it is the highest qualification 
in a stream it comes with difficulties 
when trying to apply for different pro-
grams to assist you with stream work.   

EV streams are not meant to be worked 
in unless necessary. You can still work 
in them but you just need to apply for 
General Permits or a Joint Permit with 
our assistance or DEP (Department of 
Environmental Protection).   

Permitting depends on the type of work 
you are doing.  So the best way to find 
out is to call/contact your local Conser-
vation District for assistance by phone
